Create as many opportunities for your child to speak
as possible.

Speaking to German children or adults will help your child
to gain new vocabulary and express themselves.

Things you can do:

Regularly look at picture books with your child and talk
about the stories in these books.

Ask your child to tell you what happened in nursery today.
By doing this, you are supporting your child’s linguistic
development.

The more your child plays with German children both in and
outside of kindergarden, the quicker it will learn German,
for example in the playground, when playing with German
friends or in the home of German friends.

Many communities offer holiday activities for children and
adolescents. By taking part in these activities, your child will
get to know the area better and will get to meet others.
